REFUND POLICY - GENERAL GUIDELINES

1) To apply for a refund, students must submit a written refund request stating specifically one or more valid reasons for the request.
2) After a refund is granted students receive the refund payment by check or bank transfer, in the currency in which the tuition is paid,
within 30 to 60 business days.

3) If a lefter of acceptance has been issued by Académie Linguistique Internationale (A.L.1.), the refund request must be accompanied by the original acceptance letter.
4) If a Visa is denied, the refund request must be accompanied by a copy of the refusal letter issued by the Canadian Embassy.
5) The following items are non-refundable :

* Registration fees

¢ Accommodation placement fees

* Medical insurance fees

e Airport transfer fees (We must receive your arrival date, flight number and time of arrival one week prior to your arrival to

confirm your airport pick-up. If you do not arrive within 2 hours of your scheduled arrival time the pick-up fee is non-refundable )

REFUND POLICY - TUITION

A) Requests made prior to scheduled course start date:

¢ Visa denial:

If the visa is denied by the Canadian Embassy, A.L.. will refund all tuition fees paid in advance minus a $CDN 50 administration fee.
* Refund request received 21 days or more prior to scheduled start date:

A.L.I. will refund all tuition fees paid in advance minus a $CDN 100 cancellation fee.
* Refund requests received less than 21 days prior to scheduled start date:

A.L.I. will refund all tuition fees paid in advance minus a $CDN 200 cancellation fee.

B) Requests made after scheduled course start date:

e If less than 30% of the total study period has been completed (when the refund request is submitted) A.L.I. will refund 50% of
the unused tuition fees.

* If more than 30% of the total study period has been completed no refund will be granted.

REFUND POLICY - ACCOMMODATION

A) Requests made prior to scheduled accommodation start date:

 Refund request received 21 days or more prior to scheduled start date:
A.L.I. will refund all accommodation fees paid in advance.
¢ Refund request received less than 21 days prior to scheduled start date:
A.L.L. will refund all accommodation fees paid in advance minus a $CDN 100 cancellation fee.

B) Requests made after the scheduled accommodation start date:

* Any student requesting a refund or change in accommodation arrangements must advise A.L.I in writing a minimum
of 4 weeks prior to the change.

¢ Once 4 weeks advance notice is given, A.L.I will refund all unused accommodation fees.

CANADIAN VISA INFORMATION

Based on the length of study, you may need a Visitor or Student Visa to study at A.L.I. They can be obtained from the nearest Canadian
Embassy in your country. You will need to present a “Letter of Acceptance” from the school to apply for a Student Visa. Visa requirements
vary for each country, so we recommend that you contact the Canadian Embassy in your country or visit the Canada Citizenship and
Immigration web site at: www.cic.gc.ca/english/study/index.html to obtain updated information.
